Trainers would be useful as they 
may be participating in PE activities. 

• We will begin the day with an assembly and an extended form time.  Students will meet 
the other members of their form group and, where possible, their form tutor.  Please note 
that some tutors will not be present as they are new members of staff starting in 
September. 

• Students will have a range of lessons taught by Imberhorne staff.  Please ensure that your 
child has a pencil case with them and a water bottle, both of which should be named. 

• We will provide students with a breaktime snack, but otherwise students should bring a 
packed lunch. 

• Students will be dismissed at 2.30pm. 

We very much hope that this will be an exciting and enjoyable day for your son/daughter as 
they get ready to join us in September.   
 
The Parents’ Briefing Evening also takes place on Wednesday 1st July. The evening will comprise 
two parts; a briefing with senior members of staff containing important information about the 
start of term and a second session focused on the role of the form tutor and a chance to ask any 
questions you may have.
